An eyelash(also called lash) is one of the hairs that grows at the £

edges of the top and bottom eyelids, spaning to outwards and away p
from the eye.The lashes grow in up to six layers on each of the upper,
and lower eyelids. Eyelashes serve to protect the eye from debris, R
dust and small particles, and are highly sensitive to touch, thus T
providing a warning that an object is near the eye.The eyelid marginM
from which the lashes grow is among the most sensitive part of the E
human body, with many nerve endings enveloping the roots of the

lashes, giving it sensitivity of very light tactile input via the lashes I.\II.

also an important component of physical attractiveness, with 0
prominent lashes drawing attention to the eyes. -
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HISTORY OF FALSE EYELASH

In 1882, Hentry Labouchere of truth reported that “Parisians have
found out how to make false eyelashes” by having hair sewn into the
eyelids. A similar report appeared in the July 6, 1899, edition of the
Dundee Courier which described the painful method for elongating
the lashes.

In 1902, German-born hair specialist and noted inventor Karl Nessler
parented “A new or improved method of and means for the
manufacture of artificial eyebrows, eyelashes and the like” in the
united kingdom.

By 1903 he began selling artificial eyelashes at his London salon on
great castle street.

In 1911, a Canadian woman named Anna Taylor parented false
eyelashes in the United States. Taylors false eyelashes had a crescent
-shaped strip of fabric which had tiny pieces of hair placed on it.

In 1916 while making his film “intolerance”, director D.W Griffith
wanted actress Seena Owen to have lashes “that brushed her cheeks,
to make her eyes shine larger than life”.

In 1930s, false eyelashes false eyelashes were becoming more
widespread. False eyelashes were featured in vogue.

In 1960s, eye makeup that made the eyes appears larger was very
common. This look was achieved by applying false eyelashes on both
the top and bottom eyelashes. Twiggy helped popularize the trend.

In 1968 at the feminist Miss America protest, protestors symbolically
threw a number of symbolic feminine products into a “Freedom trash
can”, including false eyelashes. In 2014 ,Katy stoka, founder of one
two cosmetics, invented magnetic false eyelashes as alternative to
those that utilize glue.



Chemical composition:

Formaldehyde is a common ingredient in false eyelash glue that can
cause allergic reactions. If you are allergic to formaldehyde , your eye
will hurt ,itch ,turn red ,and begin to swell. A severe allergic reaction
can temporarily interfere with your vision.

Synthetic eyelashes are made of synthetic fibers that are derived
from polypropylene plastic. Polypropylene is a material produced by
a chemical process from using natural polymers such as cellulose,
starch, natural gas and other proteins.

Diseases

Blephariatis is common disease of the eyelids characterized by
redness, thickening and flakey or scaly crusting along the eyelids and
eyelashes.

Blepharitis commonly occurs when tiny oil glands near the base of
the eyelashes become clogged, causing irritation and redness. It is
ofen a chronic condition that’s difficult to treat. Blepharitis cannot
cause permanent damage to your eyesight and its not contagious.

Symptoms include:

Watery eyes, red eyes, a gritty burning or stinging sensation in the
eyes ,eyelids that appear greasy, itchy eyelids ,red swollen eyelids.

Complications:

If you have blepharitis , you might also have eyelash problems, eyelid
skin problems, ecess tearing or dry eyes ,stye ,chalazion, chronic pink
eyes, injury to the cornea.

Treatment :

There is no cure for blepharitis, but establishing a daily eyelid
cleaning routine can help control the symptoms and any dryness can
be treated with artificial tear drops. If blepharitis has caused other
problems , such as lump of fluid under the skin, antibiotic eyedropes
or tablets may be recommented.

Natural method:

To treat blepharitis naturally, kill bacteria or mites with tea tree oil or
black tea. Use a warm compress to soothe inflammation and remove
crust. Stop using contact lenses or eye makeup until the infection has
cleared.

Eyelash are first line of defense for your eyes ,keeping airborne dirt
